Draft International  Standards adopted  
by the technical  committees are circulated  to the member bodies for voting.  Publication  as an  International  
Standard requires approval  by at least 75 % of the member bodies casting  a vote.  

Attention  is drawn to the possibi l ity that some of the elements of this International  Standard  may be the subject of 
patent rights.  ISO shal l  not be held  responsible for identifying  any or al l  such patent rights.
